We came
across no creeks or ponds.

My dog Scout was dragging behind me. I couldn’t bring
myself to encourage her to “get out there and find us some birds.”
She sounded like I felt as she trudged onward with her mouth
opened wide. Then it happened. She darted ahead of me at full
speed and headed to the west. Somehow she had drawn on the
energy reserves that seemed to have vanished.

I saw what she had seen before she arrived at her
destination. Scout had spotted a round metal stock tank where she
assumed she would find water. What she couldn’t see from her
perspective was that the tank was turned upside down. I watched
as she arrived and hopped up on the side of the tank. I felt sorry for
her. Where she hoped to find water she discovered only rust.

I am convinced that people often discover the same thing
when they show up at some churches. Weary and discouraged by
the world that will not satisfy, they show up at church looking for
hope in some form. Rather than discovering the living water of
God’s Word, they find more of the world.
