I
found it so much easier to sleep with all the light blocked out.

The same thing happens spiritually in our world. Jesus said
that His followers are the light of the world. When we shine by
unashamedly living in moral purity and boldly speaking with Biblical
insight it arouses people from their spiritual slumber. When we hide
our light because of shame or timidity, the world settles in for an
extended nap in the darkness.
