Keith Wiginton met me when he came to serve as the pastor of
the Mount Tee Pee Baptist church neatrly fifty years ago. I don’t
remember meeting him — I was the burr headed boy not yet in school.
Keith was a seminary student beginning in the ministry where one of
my grandfathers led the singing and the other generously contributed
to many of the building projects. In the words of my daddy, “Keith
was a good preacher from the time he started.” Some in Kiowa
County compare preaching to cultivating cotton — you either can or
you can’t. Keith could and can.

Keith remained a friend of my family as he eventually ended
up at the First Baptist Church in Altus, where he served as pastor for
over thirty years. He preached my ordination service on March 19,
1978. Throughout my early years in ministry he guided me in
the uncharted waters I found myself passing through. In spite of
leading a church of mammoth size, he always made time to talk to
me in an extremely positive, practically helpful manner. God used
him to shape me in many ways.

Keith has preached many revival meetings in the churches
where I have served. By my calculations, this will be the sixth week I
have been privileged to hear Keith preach in a church where I am
serving. I keep inviting him to come because of what Keith offers to
the church.

Keith offers a positive word to the church. Oh - he won’t fail to
tell us the clear truth of God’s Word, but he will do so in a manner
that offers hope. Like a skilled surgeon, he uses God’s Word to bring
healing, not hurt.

Keith offers an enjoyable word to the church. He will use
appropriate humor to illustrate his sermons in such a way that you
will smile while the truth is declared. I have heard some of his stories
multiple times, but I never cease to benefit from them.

Keith offers a seasoned word to the church. Keith has
preached the Word of God for his entire adult life. He has lived the
faith he declares. He has lived as a brittle diabetic for most of the
time he has been preaching. The health issues he has faced have
never been used as an excuse for offering less than his best for Christ.

Keith offers a practical word to the church. His college
background in mathematics bent him toward problem solving in
sermons. When he preaches, he outlines how to take action to make
things better. He does not use guilt to motivate. He shows how life
can change for the better when we do things God’s way.
